Background and Rationale
Classes must be divided between the number of mainstream classroom teachers as fairly as possible.
Following discussions with the Board of Management, the following criteria were agreed upon:

Criteria for Splitting Classes:

1.
Total number of pupils divided by the number of mainstream classroom teachers to find approximate average of pupils per classroom.

2.
Teacher input – take special needs into account.

3.
Where there is a minority gender balance, every effort is made to ensure they stay together.

4.
Fluctuating enrolment.

5.
Classroom accommodation.

6.
Where classes must be split this will be done by alphabetical order using the data on the computer.

7.
If possible, siblings/twins will be kept in same classes if parents wish.

While we realise that it is not the ideal situation to separate the classes, the please assured that the children will follow the same curriculum, use the same learning materials, and have the same opportunities.

This policy was ratified by the Board of Management on 10th March 2015 and will be reviewed annually. 
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
